


AND WHEREAS it is deemed expedient to amend
the procedures that were established concerning the method
of electing council in the said Letters Patent by the issue

of supplementary Letters Patent;

NOW KNOW YE THAT by these presents We do order
and prdcléim that the Letters Patent issued on the 4th day
of December, 1974 that provided for the re—ihcorporation of

the City of Nanaimo be amended as follows:

1. By adding the following words to paragraph 4
aftér the word "election” in the second line: "and at each
subsequent election,” so that the paragraph reads as follows:
"4, TFor the purpose of the first election,
and at each subsequent election, the munici-
pality shall be divided‘into.zones and

separate lists of electors shall be prepared

as follows:

Zone l: that area of the municipalityhlying
within Electoral Areaé A and C of the
Regional District of Nénaimo, and known
as Chase River, Cinnabar and including
the industrial areas in the Cedar district,
more particularly described in Appendix

'A'" hereto;

Zone 2: that area of the municipality lying within
Electoral Area B of the Regional District
of Nanaimo and known as Harewobd; more
partiéuiarly described in'AppendiX 'B'

hereto;

office until the first Monday following

" December 1 or until the appointment of

a successor, whichever is later;

(2) notwithstanding subsection (1), the term

of office for each of the present Directors

shall be completed and an appointment by

resolution of the Council shall not be

made until that term has expired or the

office otherwise becomes vacant.

AND THAT the Letters Patent of the City of Nanaimo be

deemed to be amended accordingly.
