General Information

1.	 Place all receptacles as close to the travelled way as possible without obstructing pedestrian traffic by 8:00 a.m. on your collection day.

2.	 The Add-a-Day system involves advancing the day of collection by one day following each holiday. Thus if a collection day has been Thursday, it becomes 
Friday following a holiday and Monday following a subsequent holiday. 

3.	 Reuse Rendezvous is an annual reuse event promoted each spring. The date is shown on the bottom of the 2010-2011 Schedule. More information and 
promotion of this weekend event will be distributed in advance.

WEEKLY FOOD WASTE COLLECTION - The Green Bin Program
WHEN  Begins after Thanksgiving 2010 as shown on this schedule = weekly collection. Place food waste container out by 8:00 am on your collection day. 

WHY  44% to 54% of household garbage is compostable. Removes household organic waste from household garbage and converts it into compost, thus saving landfill 
space and reducing green house gas generation that would otherwise result.

WHAT'S IN  More than 20 types of organic material are acceptable in your green bin including many items unsuitable for home composting. Includes cooked and 
uncooked food scraps, meat and bones, dairy product, bread and cereal grains, soiled or wax coated paper and cardboard, and tissues, nuts and shells, fast food 
paper packaging and paper cups etc. (See your food waste guide for more information).

WHAT'S NOT IN  No metal, glass or plastic including plastic or biodegradable bags or wrap. No yard waste or styrofoam. No drink boxes (tetra pack). No pet 
feces or pet litter. No hair, textiles, feminine hygiene products or diapers. See your food waste guide for more information or visit www.beyondcomposting.ca

USING BAGS  Only paper or compostable bags with the certified compostable logo can be used. No plastic or biodegradable bags.

BI WEEKLY GARBAGE COLLECTION

1.	 City of Nanaimo regulations limit the bi weekly garbage allowance or basic service per one dwelling unit to one (1) standard size container per scheduled 
(bi-weekly, every second collection) garbage collection. See #4 below for container size limits.

2.	 Residents can acquire additional garbage container service by using one Garbage Tag for each additional standard size container placed out for collection. 
With a tag attached to each container, a maximum of two (2) extra containers per collection are allowed per pickup under extended service. For container size 
limits see #4 below.

3.	 Garbage Tags are required to access extended garbage collection services and are to be attached to the top of each extra container in a location where it will be 
easily noticed by collection staff. Phone 250-754-4251 for sales locations.

4.	 Every owner-occupier shall place garbage for collection in a container not more than 77 litres (2.5 cubic feet) capacity and weighing not more than 22 Kg. (50 
lb.) gross weight and with a waterproof cover. Alternatively, garbage may be placed in a non-returnable plastic bag (minimum 2 mil thickness) with a maximum size 
of 28" x 36" or 31" x 33" (1 bag = one container).

5.	 The following will not be accepted for refuse collection:	
		 a)	 Any item greater than 2 feet or 0.6 meters in any dimension 
		 b)	 Recyclable materials (see below for more specific recycling information)
		 c)	 Yard and garden waste, food waste, wood waste and ashes
		 d)	 Dead animals, animal waste and feces including litter
		 e)	 Dangerous or highly offensive wastes including hypodermic needles
		 f )	 Gyproc and other controlled waste (engine oil, pesticides, etc.), Demolition and construction waste

BI WEEKLY Curbside RECYCLING

The curbside recycling program is co-ordinated/operated by Waste Services Inc. Participating in recycling programs provides an alternative to the ‘Throw Away’ ethic and
saves landfill space.

WHO  Waste Services Inc. is your local service provider (phone 250-758-5360).

WHY  Recycling preserves the environment, reduces pollution, saves landfill space and extends landfill life.

WHAT  Newspapers, including flyers and inserts, metal food and beverage containers, mixed paper including cereal boxes, junk mail and magazines, all flattened 
brown corrugated cardboard boxes (maximum size = 1 meter x 1 meter) and all plastic household containers (yogurt, margarine, dish soap, milk, etc.) Some restrictions 
apply. See your Bi-weekly Curbside Recycling Guide or the city web site for specifics.

HOW  Refer to your Bi-weekly Curbside Recycling guide for information on how to sort and prepare items.

WHEN  Put your recyclables out by 8:00 a.m. on your recycling day (bi-weekly service).
