
 
 

“Deane Finlayson Way” Officially Dedicated 
 
 
For Immediate Release 
 
August 10, 2010– The City of Nanaimo is pleased to announce the official dedication of 
the access road to Neck Point Park as “Deane Finlayson Way.” 
 
In June 2009, the City of Nanaimo purchased 3.108 acres of oceanfront property that 
connected Finn and Indian beaches at Neck Point.  The parcel of land had been the 
long-time home of Deane Finlayson, a prominent member of the community who worked 
on projects such as The Port Theatre, Woodgrove Shopping Centre, and the Nanaimo 
Parkway.  The new parkland was officially opened to the public in December 2009. 
 
Following the park opening, an open house was held in January 2010 to discuss the 
Neck Point Master Plan.  As part of this public consultation process, it was suggested 
that the Parks, Recreation and Culture Commission and City Council pay tribute in some 
way to Deane Finlayson.   
 
Local businessman Tom Harris proposed naming a road after Finlayson and, following a 
review process, the access road to the park was chosen as Deane Finlayson Way.  
Mr. Harris and his son, Mike Harris, initiated the proposal following a Chamber of 
Commerce fundraiser in which they were the successful bidders in an auction to name a 
city road. 
 
The road, which had been previously unnamed, was officially dedicated in a ceremony at 
last night’s Council meeting.  Signage, including an official road sign and two 
informational signs about Deane Finlayson’s life and contributions to the community, will 
be installed in the park today.
