Canada; and

emotional, and sexual violence; deprivation; bullying; discrimination
and harassment; neglect of older women; child marriages, female
genital mutilation; sexual violence against women in conflict zones;

WHEREAS: in Canada, violence against women is disproportionally experienced by
Indigenous women; and

WHEREAS: by creating worldwide awareness and calling on governments to match
adequate and sustained resources to their political commitments: we
will find solutions to end gender-based violence.
