Nanaimo's Council approves two additional RCMP Officers

Nanaimo City Council has approved two additional RCMP officers for 2016, bringing the total number of officers to
142. As part of 2016 budget planning, the RCMP has presented information regarding increased calls for service
and the need for additional police officers. The two additional officers will be funded through reserves accumulated
from RCMP annual contract surpluses.
