3. The land described herein shall be developed strictly in accordance with the 
following terms and conditions and provisions of this permit and any plans 
and specifications hereto which shall form a part thereof.

a) If the applicant does not substantially commence the development 

permitted by this permit within two years of the date of this permit, the 
permit shall lapse. 

 
4. This permit is not a building permit nor does it constitute approval of any 

signage.  Separate applications must be made for a building permit and sign 
permit. 
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The "City of Nanaimo "ZONING BYLAW 2011 NO. 4500" is varied as follows: 

1. Section 9.5.1 and Section 9.5.4 Siting of Buildings - to increase the maximum front

yard setback to allow 100% of the building face to be more than 6m from the front

property line.

2. Section 9.6.1 Location of Parking Area - to permit parking between the front

property line and the front face of a building, and within the maximum front yard

setback.

3. Section 9.7.1 Size of Buildings - to waive the minimum required height of two­

storeys above grade.

4. Section 17.12 Minimum Landscape Treatment Level le - to reduce the minimum

requirement of trees within the front yard landscape buffer from five to zero.

Design Rationale: The character area is identified as the Wellington/Townsite/Departure Bay Area composed of old 
communities surrounded by suburbia. This area is largely urban with mixed densities and some institutional, commercial and 
industrial areas. 

To remain compatible with the character area and site demands,  bio-swales are incorporated as part of the Storm Water 
Management System and are planted primarily with native plant species tolerant of the site's wet to dry conditions and  
arranged in an informal layout with attention to low screening along the east property boundary . Horticultural tree species 
are selected for their hardiness for the variety of site conditions.
